this is his third trip to HCH 
with Cry Cameroon.  He began his relationship with

He has also participated in mission trips to the 
Sudan and Kenya.  After meeting a fellow TCU student 
from Cameroon, Justin searched for and found information 
on the internet about HCH and knew that’s where God 
wanted him to be.  He is currently waiting for God’s  
direction in continuing his education. 

Justin is now serving a 6 month term as a missionary at 
HCH and will be there until the first part of July.   While at 
HCH, Justin will function as a staff member in the role of 
Bursar (financial distribution and record keeping).
